The 2nd Young Researchers Event (YRE) 2017 is hosted by the Human Brain Project (HBP) and organised by 

young researchers within the HBP. It will take place in Geneva on 12-13 September and is immediately 

followed by the in-depth CodeJam on 13-15 September.
